Power X-ray diffraction (PXRD) patterns were obtained using a Rigaku D/max 2500 diffractometer with Cu Kα radiation (40kV, 100mA). The PXRD patterns of the two complexes are shown in Figure S1. These patterns are consistent with those of simulated based on the structure models derived from the X-ray crystal structure analysis data, suggesting the phase purity of the complexes.
